With Tints of Nature you can match or simply enhance your natural colour, darken it, lighten 
it by 1 shade, and perfectly cover grey hair. You choose the colour and we take care of the 
condition – leaving your hair soft and silky with a deep shine that lasts.

1N – 10N are the natural shades in the range. 1N – 8N are designed to cover grey hair. The 
other colours in the range will provide a variety of tones to the hair, for example, mahogany, 
gold or red, and these colours can be mixed with 1N – 8N to achieve 100% grey coverage.

Before You Start
It is very important that you read these instructions carefully before you colour with Tints of 
Nature.

Skin Sensitivity Test
Although unusual, an allergic reaction may occur when using a hair colour. For this reason, 
it is important to carry out the skin sensitivity test 48 hours before each application. If your 
scalp has damaged or broken skin, do not carry out the test or colour your hair. Please wait 
until the scalp has healed and then carry out the sensitivity test. 

Wash a small area of skin on the inside of the elbow or between the shoulder blades. Dry 
gently and apply a small amount of the colour to the skin. Allow to dry. The colour may be 
covered with a plaster or left uncovered. If you are using several colours together carry out 
the test with the darkest colour or lowest number. Leave the test colour on the skin for at 
least 48 hours before rinsing. If there is any sign of a reaction – redness, soreness, irritation 
or burning – rinse the test colour off your skin immediately and do not use this product on 
your hair. If irritation persists, seek medical advice.

Colour Strand Test
To ensure that the correct hair colour will be achieved and you will be pleased with the 
results, you are advised to carry out this colour strand test. This is particularly important if 
your hair is dry or previously coloured, permed, or bleached, as with these hair types, the 
hair is more likely to accept the colour and may go darker than anticipated. This is also 
important if you have used henna on your hair, as it can leave a residue, which can stop the 
colour from working.

Mix a capful of Colour Gel together with a capful of ColourFix in a plastic bowl (do not use 
a metal bowl or spoon). If you are using a mixture of colours, ensure you use the same mix 
for the strand test.  Then remove a ½ inch strand of hair from your head and, wearing the 
gloves provided, apply the mixture to the strand, ensuring that you cover any new growth. If 
you want the colour to cover grey, then make sure you include some grey strands in this test. 
Leave for the full development time (30 minutes). Rinse well with warm water and dry the 
hair. 

If the colour and condition are satisfactory and there was no reaction to the sensitivity test, 
you are now ready to use your Tints of Nature hair colour. 
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PERMANENT HAIR COLOUR -

Should the result not be your desired colour after the strand test, the following advice may 
help:
The colour is too dark.  If your hair is in good condition, select a lighter shade and retest 
on your hair. If your hair is dry, porous, damaged or permed, follow the directions below for 
these hair types in the application section.
The ends are too dark. Your hair may be too dry or porous on the ends which may have 
caused colour build up from previous colours. Please follow the directions below for these 
hair types in the application section.
The colour is too light.  Choose a darker shade and retest on your hair.
The colour is too red/brassy.  Use one of the C-range ash colours to tone. The ash colours 
can be mixed with the natural shades to counter red tones in the hair at a ratio of 1:1.
The colour has not covered the grey. The natural shades 1N – 8N are designed to cover 
the grey. Follow the advice below for grey coverage in the application section. With the 
golden, red or mahogany colours follow the procedure below.
The colour is not the desired result on grey hair. This will only happen when using the 
golden, red or mahogany fashion colours and the grey hair is dry and coarse. This means 
the colour has not fully penetrated the hair. Follow the procedure for grey coverage below.

Procedure for grey coverage
Grey hair is usually lacking in moisture so it is advisable to apply 2 applications of Tints 
of Nature shampoo, massaging the second application into the hair for 10 minutes. An 
application of Tints of Nature Reconstructing Treatment can be applied to the hair after 
the shampoo if the condition is still dry, porous or damaged. Please ensure that the 
Reconstructing Treatment is massaged into the hair thoroughly and left on for 15 minutes. It 
is advisable to mix the chosen colour with the corresponding N colour i.e. if you have chosen 
7D, simply mix 25mls of 7D with 25mls of 7N together with 50mls of ColourFix.

Application
Step 1: Start by shampooing your hair using the sachet of Clarifying Shampoo to remove 
build up and to prepare the hair for colouring. Towel dry hair. Step 2: Comb the hair. Step 
3: Put on the gloves provided. Uncap both bottles and pour the contents of the Colour Gel 
bottle into the Colour! x bottle. Replace the applicator cap on the Colour! x bottle and shake 
thoroughly. Step 4: Unscrew the tip and use immediately. Squeeze the colour through the 
applicator onto the roots. Step 5: Continue applying colour to the whole of the hair. Gently 
massage the colour into the hair, until all the hair has been covered. Then cover the hair 
with the development cap, and leave for 30 minutes to develop. For strong grey hair or 
extra lightening you may leave the colour on for up to 40 minutes. Step 6: Remove the 
development cap. Wearing the gloves, add a few drops of water to the colour and work into 
a lather. Rinse thoroughly until the water runs clear. Using the Tints of Nature Shampoo 
sachet, shampoo the hair and rinse thoroughly. Apply the Tints of Nature Conditioner sachet, 
comb through the hair and leave on for 5 minutes. Rinse thoroughly. Style hair as desired. 
Enjoy your new hair colour.
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PERMANENT HAIR COLOUR -

Regrowth Application
Follow steps 1 - 4. Gently massage the colour into the roots only. Cover with the developing 
cap and leave for 20 minutes. Remove the development cap and apply colour to the rest of 
the hair, cover again with the development cap and leave for a further 10 minutes. Proceed 
to step 6.

Dry, Porous, Damaged or Permed Hair
Apply 2 applications of Tints of Nature shampoo, massaging the second application into 
the hair for 10 minutes. An application of Tints of Nature Reconstructing Treatment can be 
applied to the hair after the shampoo if the condition is still dry, porous or damaged. Please 
ensure that the Reconstructing Treatment is massaged into the hair thoroughly and left on 
for 15 minutes. Proceed to steps 1 – 6.

Grey Coverage
Follow the procedure for pre-treating the hair as stated previously. If you have resistant grey 
hair, extend the development time to a total of 40 minutes before rinsing. You can also apply 
heat for the ! rst 10 minutes of the development time. Use a low-medium heat setting and 
ensure that the heat is applied evenly across the head. 

Useful Advice 
• Remember to carry out the sensitivity and strand test prior to colouring.
• We do not recommend that Tints of Nature is used during pregnancy or whilst 
breastfeeding.
• Due to the nature of the treatment for cancer, we do not recommend that Tints of Nature is 
used during chemotherapy, radiotherapy or other forms of treatment.
• The ash shades (4C, 6C and 8C) are ideal for counteracting red tones in hair. They can be 
mixed with the other shades as required.
• Mix, shake well and use the colour straightaway. Discard any unused mixture.
• Any Colour Gel and Colour! x that have not been mixed together can be saved for another 
application. Please ensure that the cap is tightly closed and the bottle is stored out of direct 
sunlight and away from extreme temperatures.
• When mixing colours, measure accurately for the best result.
• Use either the applicator bottle supplied or a bowl and brush to apply Tints of Nature colour. 
• Never use metal utensils with Tints of Nature.
• Tints of Nature can be used over other hair colours, except metallic-based products and 
henna. If in doubt, carry out the strand test.
• If you are having your hair permed, wait one week before using Tints of Nature.
• Protect clothing whilst using Tints of Nature and avoid contact with absorbent surfaces such 
as fabrics, carpets, paintwork and some plastics, as permanent staining may occur if spillage 
is not removed immediately.
• All the colours are suitable for use by vegans and vegetarians, along with Tints of Nature 
Shampoo and Conditioner.

• For the Highlighting Kit, prepare the hair ! rst: refer to ‘Application Instructions: Highlighting Kit’.

STEP 1: Brush clean, dry hair back from the hairline. Pull on the highlighting cap from the front hairline and tie 
under the chin. 
STEP 2: Using either the metal hook for ! ne highlights or the plastic hook for thicker highlights, pull strands 
of hair through the holes in the cap (marked with a cross). For a very blonde effect, use every hole; for a soft 
blonde effect, use every alternate hole. 
STEP 3: Starting at the front, apply the lightening mixture to the hair that has been pulled through the cap. 
STEP 4: Cover with the plastic cap and develop for the duration of your recorded time. 
STEP 5: Remove the development cap and rinse your hair thoroughly with warm water. Take the highlighting 
hat off and shampoo to remove remnants of the mixture, and condition. 

Treating Re-growth
STEP 1: Apply to the re-growth area - take care not to overlap onto the previously lightened hair. 
STEP 2: For treating roots of highlights, pull the highlighted hair through the highlighting hat and brush the 
lightening mixture onto the dark roots only. 
STEP 3: Cover your treated hair with a cap and allow to develop according to your recorded development time. 
STEP 4: Remove the development cap and rinse your hair thoroughly with warm water. Take the highlighting 
hat off and shampoo to remove remnants of the mixture and condition.

Tints of Nature Semi-Permanent Colour is a highly effective conditioning hair colour. It’s free 
from ammonia, PPDs, parabens, peroxide and resorcinol, thus helping to ensure damage 
free results. Certi• ed organic wheat protein conditions your hair during the colouring process. 
An application should last 6-12 shampoos and can then be repeated. 

BEFORE YOU START
Prior to application, it is important that you carefully read this entire instruction lea! et. 

SENSITIVITY TEST
Although unusual, an allergic reaction may occur when using a hair colour. For this reason, 
it is important to carry out the following sensitivity test 48 hours before each application. 
Start by washing a small area of skin on the inside of your elbow or between your shoulder 
blades. Dry gently and then apply a small amount of your chosen colour to the skin. Allow 
to dry. The colour may be covered with a plaster or left uncovered. Leave on the skin for at 
least 48 hours before rinsing. If you experience any redness, soreness, itching or irritation 
during this time then rinse the colour off the skin immediately and do not apply the colour to 
the hair. If irritation persists, you should seek medical advice. 

STRAND TEST
To ensure the correct result, you are advised to carry out this colour check prior to using 
Tints of Nature Semi-Permanent. This is particularly important if your hair is dry, porous or 
damaged, has been previously coloured, permed or bleached. In these instances, the hair is 
more likely to accept the colour and may go darker than anticipated. In addition, if you have 
used a henna colour, a hair restorer or a product containing metallic dyes, it is essential to 
carry out a strand test to ensure compatibility. Simply take a ½ inch (1.5cm) strand section of 
your hair and, wearing the gloves provided, apply your chosen colour to the strand, ensuring 
you cover any new growth. Wash any colour from the skin and leave for 30 minutes. Rinse 
well with warm water and dry the hair. If the colour and condition are satisfactory and there 
was no reaction to the sensitivity test, you are now ready to use Tints of Nature Semi-
Permanent Colour. 

However, should the result be unsatisfactory, the following may help:-
• The colour is too dark – you may want to use a lighter shade next time;
• The ends are too dark or too bright – your hair may be dry or porous on the ends (see 
section for application on dry, coloured, damaged or permed hair);
• The colour is too light – you may want to use a darker shade next time;
• The colour has not covered the grey – Tints of Nature Semi-Permanent Colour is not 
designed to give 100% grey coverage, but can cover up to 80% of grey hair (see section for 
application on grey hair);
• The colour is not what was expected – Tints of Nature Semi-Permanent Colour may be 
reacting with chemicals that are still present on your hair from a previous treatment with a 
product such as a colour restorer or one containing metallic dyes. You should postpone your 
application until the residuals are no longer an issue. Some medications may also affect 
colour.

APPLICATION
Remove build up from your hair by shampooing with the sachet of Clarifying Shampoo that 
is provided in the box. Towel dry and comb your hair, then put on the gloves. Starting at your 
hairline, apply the colour as you would a conditioner. As the application proceeds, ensure 
that your hair is thoroughly saturated. Remove any excess product from your skin with damp 
cotton wool. 

DEVELOPMENT
Comb your hair to guarantee even coverage, then loosely gather your hair together, cover 
with the cap and allow to develop: 

For normal hair 
Leave the colour to develop for 30 minutes. 

On grey hair
Tints of Nature Semi-Permanent Colour is not designed to give 100% grey coverage, but 
can cover up to 80% of grey hair. Maximize the coverage by applying gentle heat from a 
hairdryer for the ! rst 10-15 minutes of the 30 minute development time.

On dry, coloured, damaged or permed hair
Because this type of hair is more likely to accept colour and may go darker than anticipated, 
we suggest that you do not follow the application method described above, but instead apply 
Tints of Nature Semi-Permanent Colour initially to the natural, unaffected areas, leave for 20 
minutes, and then apply to your remaining hair for only the last 10 minutes.

RINSE & CONDITION
Once your colour has fully developed, remove the cap. Rinse your hair and scalp thoroughly 
with warm water until the water runs completely clear, then shampoo using the provided 
sachet. Next, towel dry your hair and apply the conditioner to your whole head of hair. Gently 
comb through and leave for at least 5 minutes before rinsing with cool water until the water 
runs completely clear again.

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FREQUENTLY ASKED 
QUESTIONS

Q] Can Tints of Nature be used by people undergoing chemotherapy?
A] Not recommended. Consult your doctor.

Q] I am pregnant. Can I colour my hair?
A] Not recommended. Consult your doctor.

Q] My hair needs colouring, but it is so dry that I do not want to risk damaging it further?
A] Tints of Nature will not damage your hair so you are ok to colour it.

Q] Dry dull hair that feels damaged?
A] Use the Tints of Nature range which is designed to work with coloured hair to maintain a 
natural balance of protein and moisture.

Q] About six to eight weeks after I have coloured my hair the colour turns to a lighter shade on 
the ends?
A] This is normal with all hair colour; even natural hair will lighten. Remember sunlight and 
pollution in the atmosphere will all lead to colour fading. Use Tints of Nature hair care products to 
protect the hair’s delicate protein and moisture balance.

Q] How can I darken the ends of my hair without having all my hair coloured?
A] Choose the same colour as before, mix 25mls colour with 25mls ColourFix in a clean plastic 
bowl, add a small amount of Tints of Nature shampoo and mix thoroughly. This can be applied to 
the faded ends with a sponge. Check colour after 15 minutes - this should be enough time, add 
water and work up to a lather. Rinse off then condition using Tints of Nature conditioner.

Q] Is there a way of removing permanent hair colour if I am not happy with the result?
A] Yes but it has to done at the hair salon, as they have the correct chemicals to do this. Please 
refer to the instruction lea! et supplied with the colour; see the paragraph on strand testing.

Q] What can I do about the brassy yellow tones in my grey hair?
A] Ash colours are perfect for this problem. You can use 4C, 6C or 8C, depending on the shade 
used.

Q] What is double processed hair?
A] Hair that has two or three chemical processes on it, and Bleach and Hilift colours using high 
volumes of peroxide. 

Q] Can I highlight with Tints of Nature colour?
A] Yes but you need help to do this.

Q] How often should I colour my hair?
A] Every four to six weeks.

Q] The colour did not work on my grey hair?
A] Grey hair that is resistant to colour will need to be shampooed " rst. Use Tints of Nature 
shampoo, towel dry well and apply the colour to damp hair. You can extend the development 
time up to " fty minutes. Medication can also be a problem; H R T and Thyroxin can block colour.

THE STRUCTURE OF HAIR

• Human hair in good condition is actually very strong and one hair can hold the weight of a chicken’s egg.

• Unlike skin, hair cannot repair itself. It is a balance of protein and moisture which keeps it in good condition 
with natural shine.

• Inside the hair structure is a system of springs that are suspended in a glue-like material called fatty acid. This  
is where we • nd the moisture and the hard and soft protein.

• On the outside are transparent layers of interlocking scales, which are called the cuticle. We have about 7 to 
11 layers all wrapped around the delicate inner structure.

• Protein levels in hair are around 83% to 87%. Moisture levels are about 3%. The balance is made up of sugar, 
salt and trace elements. If this essential balance is maintained the hair will stay healthy, strong and in good 
condition.

THERE ARE 2 METHODS TO COLOUR HAIR

• A semi-permanent colour , which is like wrapping coloured cellophane around a light bulb. The light bulb 
  doesn’t change colour – it picks up the colour from the cellophane.

• The second is a permanent colour . For this to work we have to lift the cuticle and allow the permanent 
  colour into the hair. The only way to do this is to alter the pH of the hair.

THERE ARE 2 METHODS TO OPEN THE CUTICLE
  
• The ! rst is to suspend the hair in a substance such as ammonia . Ammonia has what is called a volatile 
  pH, which means that once you add heat, the pH level is achieved more rapidly. It also takes the hair well 
  beyond its normal pH and causes it to swell considerably. This is effective for attaching colour, but has 
  numerous side effects including damage to the hair.

• The second and more natural method is to suspend the hair in a substance that is mildly alkaline and 
  acts as a conditioning agent . This softens the cuticle and as a result of using a pH adjuster, does not take 
  the hair as far from its natural pH and causes it to open rather than to swell up. This minimises protein and 
  moisture loss and also causes the colour to wind its way into the hair. This is a far more effective method and 
  also assists in reducing colour fade.

pH BALANCE
